Rules & Aims

of

Wexham Parish Residents Association

1) The Association be known as The Wexham Parish Residents Association

2) Any Person who is a resident in the Parish of Wexham may be a member of the Association

3) The aims of the Association shall be to promote the interests of all residents of the Parish. There is no place for Party Politics within the Association
4) The minimum annual subscription payable per household shall be fixed at an Annual General Meeting of the Association

5) At its Annual General Meeting the members will elect an Honorary President and a Committee, not exceeding fourteen in number. In the event of there not being fourteen residents of the Parish of Wexham in Buckinghamshire willing to sit on the Committee it will be acceptable for members to serve who are residents of Buckinghamshire parishes that immediately border the Parish of Wexham – Fulmer,Iver and Stoke Poges – provided that at no time do such residents of bordering Parishes constitute more than 25% of the Committee. The Committee at its first regular meeting, will elect its Officers, consisting of a Chairman, Vice Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary and Assistant Secretary; these appointments to be notified in writing to all members of the Association as early as is convenient. The Committee shall have the power to co-opt members of the Association to serve as Committee members if vacancies occur
6) During its year the Committee shall act for the Association

7) The accounts of the Association shall be audited annually by an Hon Auditor, who shall be elected each year at the Annual General Meeting.

8) The Annual General Meeting shall be held not later than 30th April each year. Each member of the Association shall have one vote, and the Chairman may also exercise a casting vote.

9) An Extraordinary General Meeting of the Association can be called by the Chairman upon written request of not less than five members.
